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RESUMEN

La presente investigacion abord6 el problema del suicidio como efecto de la pérdida
de la teleologia humana, siento el titulo del trabajo: el suicidio como consecuencia
de la pérdida de la teleologia humana. Para ello, se establece como objetivo general:
suicidio como consecuencia de la pérdida de la teleologia humana, el disefio de la
investigacion ha sido la teoria fundamentada e Induccion Analitica de naturaleza
claramente tedrico-bibliografica o teodrica, no experimental o comparativa ademas
de proponer intervenciones en las praxis investigativas, donde no se manipularon
las variables ni se llevaron a cabo lineas de accion especifica para evaluar
resultados. Para fines del estudio se tomaron muestras tedricas o conceptuales,
como ochos libros, tres articulos de publicaciones periddicas, una monografia, tesis
y disertaciones, trabajos presentados en conferencias o seminarios, articulos
periodisticos, testimonios de expertos, documentales, foros y paginas en internet,
etcétera, porque la intencidn es generar teoria y explorar los conceptos, analizarlos
intensivamente. En un enfoque de investigacion cualitativo no se pretende
necesariamente generalizar los resultados del estudio y no son representativos desde
el punto de vista estadistico. El alcance es descriptivo, porque se enfoca en describir
el fendbmeno. Su objetivo principal es obtener informacion detallada y precisa
acerca de las caracteristicas y propiedades de un objeto de estudio. La investigacion
arroj6 por resultado que el enfoque clasico, el cual prioriza al humano como parte
de una realidad social, prevenia al ser humano de la falta de significado personal.
Para el ser politico, vendria siendo la sociedad, para el filosofico, el saber, para el
religioso; la bienaventuranza.

ABSTRACT

This research addressed the problem of suicide as an effect of the loss of human
teleology. The title of the work is: suicide as a consequence of the loss of human
teleology. For this purpose, the general objective is established: suicide as a
consequence of the loss of human teleology. The research design has been the
grounded theory and Analytical Induction of clearly theoretical-bibliographic or
theoretical nature, not experimental or comparative, in addition to proposing
interventions in the investigative praxis, where the variables were not manipulated
nor specific lines of action were carried out to evaluate results. For the purposes of
the study, theoretical or conceptual samples were taken, such as eight books, three
articles from periodicals, one monographs, thesis and dissertations, papers
presented at conferences or seminars, newspaper articles, expert testimonies,
documentaries, forums and internet pages, etc., because the intention is to generate
theory and explore concepts, analyze them intensively. In a qualitative research
approach, the results of the study are not necessarily intended to be generalized and
are not statistically representative. The scope is descriptive, because it focuses on
describing the phenomenon. Its main objective is to obtain detailed and precise
information about the characteristics and properties of an object of study.
Philosophers from the classical to the modern era were taken as a reference, in
addition to a theoretical implication they took the subject from a psychological,
ethical and practical perspective. The philosophers in question were Aristotle, Saint
Thomas Aquinas, Albert Camus and Viktor Frankl
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
