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RESUMEN

En este estudio sobre el legado del Padre Fidel Maiz, cuyo objetivo general fue
analizar el papel del Padre Fidel Maiz en la identidad paraguaya durante la Guerra
contra la Triple Alianza y su impacto en la sociedad actual, se utiliz6 un enfoque
cualitativo con un alcance descriptivo, centrado en la revision documental y el
analisis textual de sus escritos y publicaciones. La unidad de analisis incluyo libros,
documentos y articulos relevantes, como "Etapas de mi vida" y publicaciones en el
periddico "Kavichu'i". El disefio fue no experimental, basado en la interpretacion de
textos historicos y académicos que permitieron reconstruir el contexto en el que
Maiz vivid y trabajé, asi como su influencia en la sociedad paraguaya. Dos legados
fundamentales del Padre Maiz se destacan en este estudio. Primero, su contribucion
a la educacién. Maiz fue un ferviente defensor de la ensefianza para todos,
promoviendo la formacion de maestros y la creacidn de escuelas, lo que tuvo un
impacto duradero en el sistema educativo paraguayo. Su enfoque en la educacion
como herramienta de cohesion social ayudo6 a formar una identidad nacional fuerte
y distintiva. Segundo, su liderazgo moral y politico durante la Guerra de la Triple
Alianza, donde utilizé su posicién como sacerdote para mediar y aconsejar a los
lideres politicos, influyendo en la toma de decisiones cruciales para la nacion. Su
obray escritos, especialmente "Etapas de mi vida™, no solo preservan su legado, sino
que también refutan acusaciones injustas, consolidandolo como una figura clave en
la construccion de la identidad nacional y en la defensa de la soberania paraguaya.
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ABSTRACT

This study on the legacy of Father Fidel Maiz, whose general objective was to analyze the
role of Father Fidel Maiz in Paraguayan identity during the War of the Triple Alliance and
his impact on contemporary society, employed a qualitative approach with a descriptive
scope, focused on documentary review and textual analysis of his writings and publications.
The unit of analysis included relevant books, documents, and articles, such as "Etapas de mi
vida" and publications in the "Kavichu'i" newspaper. The design was non-experimental,
based on the interpretation of historical and academic texts that allowed for the
reconstruction of the context in which Maiz lived and worked, as well as his influence on
Paraguayan society. Two fundamental legacies of Father Maiz stand out in this study. First,
his contribution to education. Maiz was a fervent advocate for education for all, promoting
teacher training and the creation of schools, which had a lasting impact on Paraguay’s
educational system. His emphasis on education as a tool for social cohesion helped shape a
strong and distinctive national identity. Second, his moral and political leadership during the
War of the Triple Alliance, where he used his position as a priest to mediate and advise
political leaders, influencing crucial decisions for the nation. His work and writings,
especially "Etapas de mi vida", not only preserve his legacy but also refute unjust
accusations, consolidating him as a key figure in the construction of national identity and
the defense of Paraguayan sovereignty.
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
