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RESUMEN

Este trabajo investigativo se denomina “La figura de la mujer paraguaya en la obra
Juruguasula” de Liz Haedo, profundiza las obras paraguayas asociadas a la figura de la
mujer que son desconocidas actualmente. Se ejecutaron como objetivogeneral: Analizar
la figura de la mujer paraguaya en la obra “Juruguasula” de Liz Haedo, como objetivos
especificos: Identificar la funcion social que cumple la mujer paraguaya en la obra
“Juruguasula” de Liz Haedo; Describir la imagen fisica y psicologica de la mujer en la
obra “Juruguastla” de Liz Haedo; Reconocer la existencia de la desigualdad o igualdad
entre el hombre y la mujeren la obra “Juruguasula” de Liz Haedo. Se utilizd una
metodologia de disefio no experimental, con un enfoque cualitativo de alcance descriptivo
con la técnica de revisién documental que tuvo como unidad de analisis literario el libro
“Juruguasula” de Liz Haedo. Del cual se obtuvo como resultado la situacion de la mujer

ABSTRACT

This investigative work is called “The figure of the Paraguayan woman in the work
Juruguasula” by Liz Haedo, it delves into the Paraguayan works associated with the
figure of women that are currently unknown. The general objective was: Analyze the
figure of the Paraguayan woman in the work “Juruguasala” by Liz Haedo, as specific
objectives: Identify the social function that the Paraguayan woman fulfills in the work
“Juruguasula” by Liz Haedo; Describe the physical and psychological image of women
in the work “Juruguasula” by Liz Haedo; Recognize the existence of inequality or
equality between men and women in the work “Juruguasula” by Liz Haedo. A non-
experimental design methodology was used, with a qualitative approach of descriptive
scope with the documentary review technique that had the book “Juruguasula” by Liz
Haedo as its unit of literary analysis. From which the result was the situation of women
in relation to their function where they are oppressed due to their vulnerability; With
respect to her psychological physical image, it is totally neglected and outraged and in
terms of inequality and equality, only data were observed on inequality towards women
due to their insecurity, concluding that the situation of women in the work is totally
subject to their reality without voice and without will.
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
