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RESUMEN

La eleccidon vocacional es un proceso complejo de descubrimiento interno,
decidir que estudiar, donde y como depende de la evaluacion de diferentes
variables. Por ello, se realizd un estudio cuantitativo no experimental,
transversal y descriptivo, la investigacion se realizé con 86 estudiantes de un
colegio publico. Los factores psicosociales que resaltaron fueron; el familiar,
social y el econémico, lo cual reafirmd la importancia de la remuneracion
para estudiar una carrera, la ganancia es la principal motivacion. En la
variable familiar el 65% de los encuestados sostuvo que si importa la opinion
de la familia, la mayoria de los padres se involucra en la decision de su hijo/a;
considerando que el 59% no son presionados por sus padres y un 37%
contestaron que si. Por altimo se constatd que la variable social no determina
la eleccion vocacional aunque dicho tema es conversaciéon habitual entre
amigos.
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ABSTRACT

The vocational choice is a complex process of internal discovery, deciding
what to study, where and how depends on the evaluation of different
variables. Therefore, a non-experimental, cross-sectional and descriptive
quantitative study was carried out, the research was carried out with 86
students from a public school. The psychosocial factors that stood out were;
the family, social and economic, which reaffirm the importance of
remuneration to study a career, profit is the main motivation. In the family
variable, 65% of those surveyed stated that if the opinion of the family
matters, most parents are involved in their child's decision; considering that
59% are not pressured by their parents and 37% answered yes. Finally, it
was found that the social variable does not determine the vocational choice,
although this topic is a common conversation between friends.
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
