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RESUMEN

El objetivo de la presente investigacion es analizar la incidencia que presenta la
condicién de haber crecido en ausencia del progenitor durante la infancia y adolescencia
en el rasgo de personalidad y el desarrollo de inteligencia emocional en mujeres de 18 a
32 afios. Para la misma se tom6 ademas del grupo ya mencionado a otro grupo de
mujeres que han crecido con ambos padres presentes durante su infancia y adolescencia
para analizar las dimensiones contempladas en este estudio entre ambos grupos de
mujeres. Dicha investigacion corresponde a los estudios no experimentales de alcance
descriptivo, ademas posee un enfoque mixto ya que se utilizaron test psicoldgicos como
estudio cuantitativo y la entrevista como abordaje cualitativo. Para tratar las variables
rasgo de personalidad”, se ha utilizado el cuestionario 16 PF Quinta edicion, y para las
mediciones de la Inteligencia Emocional, se recurrio al test TMMS-24 del grupo de
investigacion de Salovey y Mayer. Ambos instrumentos cuentan con informe de validez,
como corresponde a pruebas estandarizadas y normalizadas. En la experiencia local,
ambos instrumentos fueron sometidos a una experiencia piloto, a fin de ajustar en lo que
refiere a validacion. Los sujetos en estudio reunieron las caracteristicas exigidas por las
variables contempladas en el disefio. Los resultados obtenidos fueron que no existe una
implicancia significativa en la condicion de haber crecido sin la figura paterna durante
la infancia y adolescencia en el rasgo de personalidad e inteligencia emocional.
Ademas, ambos grupos de investigacion poseen un buen desarrollo de inteligencia
emocional y en cuanto al rasgo de personalidad predominante en mujeres que han
crecido sin la figura paterna es la dureza.
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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research is to analyze the incidence of the condition of having
grown up in the absence of the parent during childhood and adolescence on The
objective of this research is to analyze the incidence of the condition of having grown
up in the absence of the parent during childhood and adolescence on the personality trait
and the development of emotional intelligence in women aged 18 to 32 years. For it, in
addition to the group already mentioned, another group of women who have grown up
with both parents present their childhood and adolescence was taken to analyze the
dimensions contemplated in this study between both groups of women. This research
corresponds to non-experimental studies of descriptive scope, it also has a mixed
approach since psychological tests were used as a quantitative study and the interview
as a qualitative approach. To treat the personality trait variables”, the questionnaire 16
PF Fifth edition was used, and for the measurements of Emotional Intelligence, the
TMMS-24 test of the Salovey and Mayer research group was used. Both instruments
have a validity report, such as correspondence to standardized and normalized tests. In
the local experience, both instruments were subjected to a pilot experience, in order to
adjust as regards validation. The study subjects met the characteristics required by the
variables contemplated in the design. The results obtained were that there is no
significant implication in the condition of having grown up without the father figure
during childhood and adolescence in the personality trait and emotional intelligence. In
addition, both research groups have a good development of emotional intelligence and
the predominant personality trait in women who have grown up without a father figure
is toughness.
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
